Gender Mix and Ages

Of the 39 young people open to the MACE process in Q4, 14 were Females and 25 Males, 14
recorded under the category CSE and 24 recorded under the category of CCE.

Of the 39 young people on the Cohort, 16 young people are St Helens Looked After Children.

Of the 39 young people, there is 1 young person, placed in St Helens by another Local Authority that
being Wirral.

It is recognised fact that although there are concerns / risks relating to U17 years, however, there is a
significant risk to those people aged 17 years approaching 18 year old. This relates not only to
accommodation difficulties but also in relation to support services available, the young person may
have had significant input / support only for this to be withdrawn at the point of reaching18 years of
age.

The 2014 Care Act advises that were a child is turning 18 and there is likely to be a need for
continued support, a Child’s needs assessment must be undertaken. Support must continue until the
assessment is completed and that assessment either indicated they did not qualify for services or
services were in place.

This may place this age range at increased risk of harm.

From the information contained in Table 1, we can see there has been 4 young people who were
closed to MACE on the basis that young person reached 18 years of age. It is unclear if a needs
assessment was completed.

There is 1 young person who is 18 years old in Q4.

When looking at the cohort known to St Helens:

Out of the 39 young people

parental Domestic Violence, cases were the first they were known to the Local Authority was due to
the allegation of CE.

M/H Needs or involvement past / present with CAMHS = 50%

76.3% were previously or currently subject to CPPlans and 71% of young people had been known or
have current issues for Missing episodes.

Push pull factors of Q4 cohort identifies: 68.4% of the cohort resided with parents where domestic
violence was a factor.
